Pollution of water, air, soil (water pollution, air pollution, soil pollution);
Ozone holes – are holes in the ozone layer (Freon gases!)
Ozone layer protects the Earth from Sun’s UV radiation;
Cutting rainforests – green in trees and plants produces oxygen (O2)
